Summary

Owing to preoccupation by Macrophallus Mueller,
1922 (subgenus of Onesia (Diptera), Arch. Naturg.
88 (2), 62]), a new substitute name Probolocoryphe,
referring to the prominet head crown of the worm,
is proposed for Macrophallus Otagaki, 1958, the type
species of which (asadai) was found encysted in the
crabs inhabiting the mouth of rivers flowing into
the Inland Sea of Japan (Jap. Journ. Parasit.,, 7
(2) : 167-182), hence the new combination becomes
Probolocoryphe asadai (Otagaki, 1958).
